PAN Survey Results
Thank you to everyone who responded to our PAN survey. The results were amazingly clear.
You find value in the PAN bulletins and want to see them continue. A brief summary of results
are shown below.
e 98.8% of respondents said the PAN bulletins were somewhat or very valuable.
o 97.7% of respondents learned something from the bulletins.
e 98.8% of respondents wanted to see the PAN bulletins continue in 2008 (87.2% very
much so)
e 96.5% of respondents feel a need for more pulse agronomy extension.
e To make PAN better you wanted to see more descriptions of new research projects,
fresh research results, and more updates from the field.
e The majority of respondents also wished to see PAN bulletins issued through the fall and
winter.

Value of Peas in Rotation

Many studies have shown advantages for including pulses in crop rotations. For the last 4
years, the Southern Applied Research Association (SARA) has measured and demonstrated the
value of a pea/wheat rotation. Below is SARA’s summary of the yield data collected, compared
with AFSC average Yields for the area. On average, and in the majority of cases, the study
found increases in pea, wheat and durum yields relative to local averages. The greatest
increases were observed with wheat, followed by durum. The relatively small increase in pea
yield is likely the result of the management practices or local production environment of each
site, rather than the difference in rotation between this study and other regional practices. In
addition to the 42% and 22% vyield increases in wheat and durum vyield, the study has
documented environmental benefits of the rotation as well, including reduced soil erosion
(compared to a wheat-fallow rotation).
